Her current painting
practice is about the study of the figure and portraiture in art and its relation to medicine, healing and
identity. Her son's diagnosis has been the motivation behind her series of portraits "Many Faces of
Neurofibromatosis (NF).” Mindrup's work has been shown nationally and internationally including the
Queens Museum in Queens, NY, Georgia Regents University and Washington University Medical
School.
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
